Day 1 - Thursday – June 10, 2010 -  Boston / Venice, Italy

Visit the old Catholic church and the Church of Agios Spyidon, the 
Museum of Komboloi, and the popular Syntagma Square. Then, visit Karonis Wine Shop where you'll enjoy a variety of mezes and ouzo.

Day  9 – Friday – June 18, 2010 – At Sea

Among Greece’s Ionian islands, this “Emerald Isle” is the most beautiful. Seekers of pleasure have long resorted to its magnificent beaches. 
Seekers of history will find it here, as well as in the capital’s striking fortifications dating back to the time of the Venetian occupation. (Side 
tours are optional and not included.)
